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ABSTRACT OF TEMPLATE FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE CONFERENCE “CURRENT PROBLEMS OF APPLIED MATHEMATICS AND INFORMATICS
In order to help the participant of the conference “Current problems of applied mathematics and informatics” the organization committee has prepared this template. We advise that authors prepare their abstracts using this template. The requirements for abstract preparation are given in this template. 
The abstracts should be prepared in one of 3 languages – Ukrainian, English, Russian – and sent via e-mail. Abstracts should be minimum 1 A5 page, and should not exceed 2 A5 pages ( 148mm × 210mm), including pictures, tables and list of references. Document format: *.doc (or *.docx).
The authors should operate with usual terminology. When new terminology or abbreviations are used, they should be explained.

Abstract should be typed in MS Word, font Times New Roman, spacing ‑ single.
Text requirements:

• UDC (10pt, left);  

• author’s initials and surnames (10pt, Italic, Center);  

• name of the author’s institution in round brackets (9pt, Center);  

• title of the thesis  in UPPERCASE LETTERS (10pt, BOLD, Center);  

• main part (10pt);  

• list of references in alphabetic order without the words “list of references” in the beginning (9pt, numbered list, author’s surnames – Italic).   
Formulae, pictures and tables should be numbered using arabic numbers. The authors should number only the formulae, that are referenced in the text. For referencing formula, table, picture or item from the list of references the authors should type the following: (1), (1,2); fig.1, fig. 1, 2; table 1, table. 1, 2; [1], [1, 2].
Parts of the abstract, that are marled with (•) should be separated by one blank line.  
Additionally,  

· Pictures should be signed and centered (Normal + Font: 10 pt);  
· Tables must be signed;  

· Pictures and tables should be numbered if more than one;  

· Formulas should be typed only in Equation Editor using the following parameters
